The article deals with addictive behavior as one
of the main problems of modern teenagers in
Ukraine. In the article different approaches to
defining the concept of “addictive behavior” as
the kind of human behavior, which is character-
ized by the desire to move away from reality by
synthetic changing of the mental state by taking
various chemicals or constantly focusing on cer-
tain activities to develop and maintain intense
emotions, are considered. According to the liter-
ature analysis the expressing forms of the deviat-
ing from norm teenagers’ behavior are revealed
in the article. These forms are chemical addic-
tions, nonchemical addictions, and intermediate
forms of addiction. The analysis of the reasons
of origin and development of addictive teenag-
ers’ behavior is carried out. Individual-psycho-
logical features, individual-biological features,
moral immaturity of the person and unfavorable
micro surroundings give the bases to assert
about necessity and possibility of carrying out
effective preventive work. The concept of “social
prevention” as one of the priority areas in social
work is revealed in the article. The author’s defi-
nition of “socio-pedagogical prevention of teen-
agers’ addictive behavior” is given in the article.
Socio-pedagogical prevention is aimed at warn-
ing negative phenomena in the teenagers’
surroundings and limiting the negative conse-
quences of the existing problem. The concept
and essence of head-work game as a form
of organization of human free time, a medium
of teenagers’ education and training, an instru-
ment for prevention of negative phenomena in
the youth surroundings are revealed in the arti-
cle. The characteristic of intellectual and play
activities is described in the article. It influences
on the creation of a new model of teenagers’
behavior, which will be based on awareness
of the risks of addiction associated with any
activity, diagnosis and neutralization of individ-
ual factors in the formation of addictive behav-
ior and self-control skills, decisions based on
the individual characteristics of each individual.
