The article presents the results of a theoretical
and empirical study of the relationship between
empathy and the tendency to forgive in the
Ukrainian sample of 224 people (116 women and
108men): 132 students aged 19to 23who receive
their first higher education and 92 students aged
24 to 45 years old, receiving a second higher
education. The concept of empathy is considered
as a multilevel phenomenon, which includes
a set of motivational-value, emotional, rational
and behavioral components, the manifestation
of which determines the understanding of
relationships, feelings, mental states of another
person in the form of sympathy. Peculiarities of
empathy as a process, property and state are
analyzed. The concept of forgiveness is seen as
a process of a person’s conscious rejection of
resentment, anger, hatred, indignation, sadness
caused by the unfair treatment of others, and
the replacement of negative feelings with more
neutral and, finally, positive, such as compassion,
pity, accompanied by positive thoughts about the
offender and the termination of his conviction.
There is a direct significant correlation between
the propensity to forgive and personal empathy.
Persons who are more prone to forgiveness are
able to put themselves in the place of a partner
more on the basis of empathy, compassion;
characterized by lightness, mobility and flexibility
of emotions; capable of imitation. A positive
significant correlation between the propensity to
forgive and the emotional channel of empathy
has been established. Individuals who are
more prone to forgiveness are more able to
take part in other people’s lives, to understand
the inner world of another person, to predict
their behavior. Positive significant correlations
between the propensity to forgive and rational
and intuitive channels of empathy have been
identified. Individuals who are more prone to
forgiveness are characterized by a developed
ability to understand the behavior of partners, to
act in conditions of lack of initial information about
them, based on experience. Individuals who are
more prone to forgiveness are characterized by a
developed communicative nature of man, which
allows you to create an atmosphere of openness,
trust, sincerity.
