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The article analyzes the state of research on
the problem of non-perfectionism of young
people in foreign and domestic psychology,
the importance of researches conducted
on the domestic sampling is emphasized.
The objective of research — is to analyze the
level of non-perfectionism of student youth, to
determine the relationship of non-perfectio-
nism with  socio-demographic  indicators,
achievement motivation and measurements
of socio-psychological adaptation. Methods
of research. Methodology “Multivariate scale
of perfectionism-2” (MPS-2) by P. Gavitt and
G. Flett (adapted by I. Gracheva), methodology
“Sovereignty of psychological space” (author S.
Nartova-Bochaver), methodology of diagnosing
of achievement motivation by A. Mehrabian,
methods of socio-psychological adaptation
by K. Rogers and R. Diamond. Results
of the researches. The study found: Non-
perfectionists can be described as those who
have low demands on themselves and others,
and do not take into account the demands of
others. Female subjects are less demanding
of others than male subjects. Quantitative
indicators of non-perfectionism increase with
age. University students and working youth
have higher indicators of high perfectionism
than vocational and school students. Avoidance
motivation is defined as the motivational basis of
non-perfectionism. It is important for the studied
non-perfectionists to feel autonomous and
preserve the sovereignty of the psychological
space. The socio-psychological features of
youth non-perfectionism, which are manifested
in the process of social adaptation, are
determined. Non-perfectionism determines the
strategy of adaptation, which is characterized by
a high level of self-acceptance, acceptance of
others, lack of desire for control and dominance
over others.

The study does not cover all aspects of the
problem, the prospect of further research is
seen in the conceptualization of the concept
of non-perfectionism, the study of the factors
of non-perfectionism, the relationship of non-
perfectionism with the socio-psychological
properties of the individual.
