The article considers ecological consumption
as one of the effective social practices aimed at
solving the problem of excessive consumption.
The sustainable development strategy is seen
by many societies as an opportunity to slow
down the effects of the environmental crisis.
The trend of greening of social practices is
gaining popularity among the youth of Ukrainian
society. To conduct a theoretical study, a socio-
cultural approach was used, which outlined
the social processes occurring at the individual
and socio-ethnic levels of society, namely the
introduction of sustainable development, eco-
stylization of life strategies, transformation
of meanings and manifestations of eco-
consumption. We note that Zero waste is not
only a kind of ecological movement, but also
an ecological concept, waste-free consumption,
which represents the elements of ecologically
conscious culture: ecological values, ecological
practices, and ecological norms. The basic
principles of the Zero waste concepts are
analyzed, which are based on five postulates:
abandonment of unnecessary, reduction of
consumption, reuse, repair, sorting and sending
for recycling, composting of organic waste.
Emphasis is placed on the importance of new
social media in spreading the concept of zero
consumption. It is noted that in the realities of
developed societies, the concept of Zero waste
has transformed from the principle of industry
and government initiatives to address waste
in cities to design into a set of environmental
consumption practices that shape the image of
the most ecological lifestyle. Unfortunately, in the
conditions of Ukrainian society, environmental
practices of Zero waste consumption are only
gaining popularity and, mostly, in the framework
of public initiatives, small and medium-sized
businesses.
