The article reveals the issue of cyberbullying as a
social phenomenon, its role structure, studies the
moral disengagement and its mechanisms as
possible factors of cyberbullying among students
on the example of a particular institution of higher
education. The aim of the theoretical and empir-
ical study was to identify the peculiarities of cor-
relation between the mechanisms of the moral
disengagement indicators of higher education
students and their roles in destructive behavior in
the form of cyberbullying. The study is based on
the use of theoretical research methods of psy-
chological-pedagogical, social and legal data, as
well as literature, and empirical results obtained
by methods: to identify the dominant role in
cyberbullying “Bullying structure” (author O. Nor-
kina, adaptation of K. Hordiienko); to determine
the level of the moral disengagement (MD-24) in
our translation into Ukrainian (author C. Moore,
adaptation of Ya. Ledovaya and co-authors). To
process and interpret the measurement results
by comparing the primary statistics data of the
general level of the moral disengagement of dif-
ferent groups of students, namely: cyberbullies,
assistants, defenders, victims and witnesses
used the percentage correlation of data obtained,
descriptive statistics and Kolmogorov-Smirnov
criterion for one samples using IBM SPSS Sta-
tistics 23. Based on the identified normal distribu-
tion of variables, the parametric rank correlation
coefficient r-Pearson’s was used to establish sta-
tistically significant relationships, as well as the
level of correlation between different cyberbully-
ing groups of behavior and scales of the moral
disengagement. The obtained results of the
study prove that an important factor in increasing
the manifestations of cyberbullying is the moral
disengagement. Increasing moral responsibil-
ity for one's own actions both in the real world
and in the Internet space can be considered as
a regulatory component of cyberbullying and an
effective means of preventing this phenomenon,
which will be a prospect for further research.
