This article is devoted to the study of Korean
popular culture fandom within the contemporary
Ukrainian context. Fandom is examined as a
significant social structure in the lives of fans,
possessing  distinct  characteristics. Korean
pop culture fandom is a multifaceted social
phenomenon that unites individuals based on
their shared passion for Korean music, dramas,
idols, and other aspects of Korean pop culture.
The article emphasizes the core features
of fandom, including a common focus of
interest, shared values, behavioral norms
and rules, joint creative work, the presence of
online communities, and its dynamic nature.
Special attention is given to the impact of
globalization and social media on the spread
of Korean pop culture fandom in Ukraine.
Fandom is a complex social structure that
affects identity formation, enhances social
skills, and may reduce stress levels among
its members. The article also identifies types
of Korean pop culture fandoms in Ukraine:
fandoms of individual bands/artists; fandoms
focused on specific aspects of Korean pop
culture; and multi-fandoms. The psychological
motivations behind fandom formation and
its internal transformations over the past
two years are analyzed. The characteristics
of the psychological impact of fandom on
the individual fan are explored. Both the
positive and negative effects of Korean
popular culture fandom on personality, as
well as its role in the socialization and self-
realization of its members, are presented.
This work underscores the importance of
studying fandom as a social structure within
Korean pop culture to better understand
contemporary socio-psychological processes
in Ukraine.
