powerful impact on children and the future
of the nation. The authors investigated and
substantiated the existence of a correlation
between certain scales of adverse childhood
experiences (ACE) and certain traits of personal
maturity.

The correlation of worldview plasticity (as a
component) with worldview idealism (0.31), i.e.
the ability of a mature person to change his/
her point of view while maintaining basic ideals,
was found. There is a correlation between
worldview idealism and criticality (0.31) and
empathy (0.30). Worldview integrity is correlated
with organizational skills (0.34), communication
skills are correlated with organizational skills
(0.53), and general emotional maturity (0.32).
Reflection is related to emotional self-regulation
(0.64), acceptance of one’s own emotions
(0.39), and general emotional maturity (0.75).
Emotional regulation has connections with
reflection (0.64), general emotional maturity
(0.64), and communicational skills (0.29).
Emotional expressiveness shows a negative
relationship with emotional regulation (-0.27),
and shows a relationship with empathy
(0.27) and general emotional maturity (0.30).
Acceptance of one’s own emotions is correlated
with reflection (0.39) and general emotional
maturity (0.64). The ACE scales are highly
correlated with each other. The ACE score has
negative correlations with reflection (-0.27) and
self-regulation (-0.22), and emotional reflection
has negative correlations with destructive
attitudes (-0.30).

The sample showed the presence of ACE
(10 or more points) in 30.2% of respondents,
88.7% of respondents encountered separate
situations of ACE in childhood (from 1 to 17
points). The study confirmed the theories of
Rohner (IPARTheory) and Seligman (learned
helplessness) — ACE shows a negative
correlation with reflection (-0.27) and self-
regulation (-0.22). The relationship between
worldview integrity and organizational  skills
needs further study, and the relationship
between worldview integrity and reflection
needs to be investigated, since the relationship
between worldview integrity damage and
reflection damage has been practically
confirmed.
