The article presents the results of an empirical
study aimed at examining the influence
of gender identity characteristics on the
choice of coping strategies among Ukrainian
psychology students. The relevance of
the topic is determined by the need for a
deeper understanding of the psychological
mechanisms of youth adaptation in conditions
of social change and high stress levels,
which are characteristic of contemporary
Ukrainian society. The theoretical foundation
is based on the stress and coping concepts by
R. Lazarus and S. Folkman, multidimensional
models of coping strategies by N. Endler
and J. Parker, as well as approaches to the
study of gender identity in domestic and
international psychology. Particular attention
is paid to two aspects of gender identity: the
level of awareness and understanding of
one’s own gender identity, and the tendency
toward non-binary versus binary identification.
The study involved 237 psychology students
from higher education institutions in Ukraine,
aged 17 to 24. Data were collected using
the Coping Inventory for Stressful Situations
(CISS), E. Heim’s methodology for identifying
coping mechanisms, the Bem Sex Role
Inventory (BSRI) adapted by M. Velykodna,
and the author-developed questionnaire
“FGI (Features of Gender Identity).” Data
analysis was performed using descriptive
statistics, correlation, variance, and multiple
regression analyses. The results indicated
that a high level of understanding of one'’s
own gender identity positively influences
the selection of adaptive, problem-focused
coping strategies, whereas a tendency toward
non-binary identification is associated with
greater flexibility in coping strategy choice.
The practical significance of this work lies in
the potential use of these findings to develop
psychopreventive programs and training for
students, taking gender characteristics into
account.
