In the context of full-scale war and the ongoing
reconfiguration of Ukrainian society, the
prospect of large-scale return migration has
become a strategic focus of academic inquiry
and public policy. Yet uncertainty about security,
disrupted livelihoods, weakened social ties,
and institutional  bottlenecks constrain both
intentions to return and successful reintegration.
This article offers a sociological and behavioral
overview of possible changes for returning
among displaced Ukrainians, integrating the
Transtheoretical Model of behavior change
(TTM) with the Theory of Planned Behavior
(TPB). It maps readiness stages (from pre-
contemplation to maintenance) onto cognitive—
social determinants (attitudes, subjective norms,
perceived behavioral control), foregrounding
nostalgia. as a mobilizable  emotional
mechanism that strengthens belonging, identity
continuity, and self-efficacy. The discussion
examines how media narratives, policy signals,
and everyday interactions shape expectations;
how structural conditions — security, housing,
labor markets, public services, and institutional
trust — moderate intervention effects; and how
gender, caregiving responsibilities, disability,
and regional context mediate barriers and
supports. The article synthesizes these insights
into a portfolio of stage-specific measures: low-
threshold information and  identity-affirming
communication at early stages; personalized
“return-plan”  tools, mentoring, job-matching,
and stimulus control at preparation/action; and
local Welcome-Home hubs, employment and
integration services, and longitudinal follow-up
at maintenance. It also proposes metrics and
an evaluation design for tracking intentions and
outcomes over time. By coupling behavioral
insights with institutional levers, the article
outlines a roadmap for increasing the likelihood
of sustainable return and social cohesion.
